  Brookwood JCL Officers Application 

Brookwood JCL is a club of over 200 members.  A club this size requires lots of organization, planning, teamwork, and responsibility.  It is a student run organization.  JCL is only as good as its officers!!!   Please read over each option, noticing that each position has different time requirements.  Please consider your other extracurricular activities before applying.  We need officers who will NOT fail in completing tasks and meeting expectations.  Only 1 person will be selected for each position.  
Eligibility for Office
1) must be a member in good standing of the local JCL (dues paid)

2) must have previously been a member of JCL

Positions: 

Events - This officer will report to Ms. Allgood two weeks before each event to make sure all supplies have been obtained.  Duties include, but are not limited to promoting events, organizing events, bringing supplies to events, and setting up events.  For Homecoming, this officer will create a banner for the procession.  This officer will have duties leading up to each event and at each event.  
Spirit – This officer will attend each event and take photos during the event.  These photos will need to be of a high resolution and will be sent to me after each event.  This officer will also make a physical as well as a digital scrapbook by April showing the events of the year.  This officer needs to have access to a high resolution camera, needs to attend each event, and needs to be artistic in order to make a scrapbook.  This officer will have responsibilities each month at events and will need time to create scrapbook in April.    

Certamen – This officer will run certamen meetings. Duties include, but are not limited to, promoting Certamen, recruiting players, running bi-monthly practice, printing out practice questions weekly, bringing snacks to practices, and attending competitions.  This officer will have duties every other week.  This officer needs to be familiar with certamen format, extremely organized, passionate about certamen, and responsible.  If this officer does not carry out all the duties, certamen will not exsist.  

Membership – This officer will create a contact list for all current JCL members.  This officer will keep the membership forms organized in the JCL binder as they are turned in.  Before each event, this officer will email the details of the event out to the club.  There will be lots of responsibility in August and September, but then will only have responsibiliites once a month.  This officer needs to be organized with paperwork, attentive to details and dates, self-motivated, and responsible.  
Latinitas– This officer will organize the Latinitas competition. Duties include keeping up to date list of JCL members, recording each member’s attendance at events, and totaling up each member’s points at the end of each semester for the Latinitas competition.  This officer needs to be present at EVERY event and extremely organized.  This officer will have responsibilities each month at events.  

Outreach – This officer will promote the BHS JCL within and outside of the school.  This officer will contact other school JCL chapters and plan a combined event.  This officer will write articles for newsletters (BHS parent as well as the National JCL) in order to promote our activities.  This officer will get JCL on the local annoucements, newspaper, and year book.  This officer needs to be outgoing, an excellent writer and have connections to yearbook, newspaper, and/or broadcasting.  

Conventions – This officer will help Ms. Allgood prepare for State Convention in April and Fall Forum in October.  Duties will inlude organizing paperwork, typing spreadsheets, and visiting Ms. Allgood frequently during the weeks leading up to the conventions.  This officer must have attend state convention or fall forum before.  This officer needs to be organized and reliable.  This officer will have many responsibilities during the weeks leading to convention.  
Responsibilities and Expectations
1) All officers will meet with Ms. Allgood whenever officer meetings are called.  
2) Officers are expected to attend and promote JCL club events.  At the events, all officers are expected to help set up and clean up.  
3) Any officer who fails to participate in meetings and club events on a regular basis (3 times or more) may be released from office.   State Convention is NOT an event that must be attended by all officers.
