Lettering in Latin and the Latinitas Award

I. Lettering in Latin

Members of the Brookwood High School Junior Classical League (BHS JCL) will also earn a Varsity Letter for the academic year upon meeting all of the following requirements:

1. The BHS JCL Member must have earned an 80% or above grade average in Latin Fall and Spring semesters by the time of the GJCL State Latin Convention (April 20, 2012).

2. The Member must have attended both the GJCL Fall Forum and the GJCL State Latin Convention.

3. The Member must have earned a minimum total of 100 points by the end of the GJCL State Latin Convention.

4. The Member must be a member in good standing. i.e., the Member has not had any discipline issues at a Junior Classical League event or contest. 

II. The Latinitas Award honors commitment and excellence in Latin through the Brookwood High School Junior Classical League (BHS JCL).  BHS JCL members compete with each other within each level of Latin to earn the most points.  There are several levels to the competition, culminating in the Latinitas Trophy, awarded to the BHS JCL member who has earned the highest amount of points by the end of the academic year.

Awards 

· The person with the highest point total in each level of Latin after first semester earns certificate and a $10 gift card.
· The top five students who earn the highest point totals in each level of Latin at the end of the year earn recognition.  1st, 2nd, and 3rd places earn a certificate and have their names engraved on a plaque.  4th and 5th places earn certificates.
· The one student with the highest point total across all levels of Latin by May 1st wins the Latinitas Trophy.

National Latin Honor Society Inductee (10 pts)

Design selected for BHS Latin Club T-shirt = 10 pts.
Tutoring (must be done in presence of Latin teacher 1 hr = 1pt; max 10 pts)
